DEED OF EASEMENT AND   
MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION AGREEMENT   
OF PRIVATE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT FACILITIES

and the CITY OF SALISBURY, MARYLAND, hereinafter referred to as the “CITY”

WITNESSETH:

We, the undersigned, “Owner(s)” in fee simple and lien holders of the property herein before described, with full authority to enter into agreements relative to the use of said property, including the right to sell and convey all or part thereof, to grant easements and other rights thereto, including the right to impose restrictions thereon, do hereby agree and covenant with the City as follows:
(1)  That the Owner(s) shall provide for the creation and maintenance of the stormwater management facility provided for in Stormwater Management Plan No.                  on file with the City of Salisbury Department of Public Works; that said facility is and shall remain in proper working condition in accordance with approved design standards and all rules and regulations and applicable laws.  The Owner(s) further agree(s) that it shall perform all necessary landscaping and trash removal as part of its regular maintenance and procedures.
(2)  That the Owner(s) hereby grant and convey unto the City and its duly appointed representatives a perpetual easement to enter upon the above described property at all reasonable times and in a reasonable manner for the purpose of inspecting, operating, installing, constructing, reconstruction, maintaining or repairing the facility provided for in the said Plan if the Owner(s) or its or their successors, heirs or assigns fail to do so.
(3)  That the Owner(s) hereby covenant and agree, for itself (themselves), their successors and their heirs and/or assigns, to maintain the facilities in good working and operational condition and shall promptly repair and restore any and all stormwater management systems, including but not limited to ESD practices, grade surfaces, walls, drains, dams, structures, vegetation, erosion and sediment control measures and other protective devices in perpetuity.  Such repairs or restoration and maintenance shall be in accordance with previously approved or newly 
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submitted plans.  In the event that the Owner(s) fail to maintain the said facility or correct any defects within thirty (30) days after being given proper notice by the City Department of Public Works, the City is hereby authorized to enter upon the aforesaid property and to perform the necessary maintenance or repairs, in which event it shall be lawful for the City to assess the Owner(s), their successors, heirs and/or assigns who may be served by this facility the cost of the work and any applicable penalties.  Said costs, if unpaid, shall be a lien against all property served by the facility, on a pro rata basis, and charges so assessed shall become a lien on the property of the benefited property owner as in the case of real estate property taxes and shall be collected as ordinary real estate taxes by the City.
(4)  The Owner(s), their successors, heirs and/or assigns shall indemnify and save the City harmless from any and all claims for damages to persons or property arising from the construction, maintenance, use or misuse of the facility.
(5)  These covenants and agreements as set forth in this document shall apply to and bind the Owner(s), their successors, heirs and/or assigns and they shall be binding upon all present owners and subsequent owners of the property served by the facility.
(6)  That it is a condition of the approval of the Plan hereinbefore referred to that this agreement is to be recorded among the Land Records of Wicomico County, Maryland.  The Recording will be performed by the City of Salisbury Department of Public Works and a copy of the recorded agreement will be sent to the Owner(s).  The Owner(s) will provide the recording fee.
