WICOMICO COUNTY WATER AND SEWER
PLAN AMENDMENT PROCESS

I. Owner/Applicant’s Responsibility

A. Submit request to service provider for water and/or sewer allocation.

B. Submit project description to service provider which includes zoning, project location by street, tax map information, copy of tax map highlighting the project location, number and type of proposed units, owner/applicant’s name/address/phone number, requested water and/or sewer allocation, plan service area, copy of water and sewer service category map highlighting the project location, PFA designation.
C. Submit verification to service provider that processing fee and advertising costs for public hearing will be reimbursed by owner/applicant.

II. Service Provider’s Responsibilities (Approximately 30 Days)
A. Review adequacy of owner/applicant’s submittal.

B. Coordinate with County DPW and owner/applicant.

C. Submit request for plan amendment to County DPW.

D. Submit verification that the requested water and/or sewer allocation are provided for this project to County DPW.
E. Submit project description as described above to County DPW.

F. Submit verification that processing fee and advertising costs for public hearing will be reimbursed by owner/applicant to County DPW.

G. Submit verification that project is consistent with Municipal Comprehensive Plans to County DPW.
III. County Department of Public Works Responsibilities (Approximately 60 Days)
A. Review adequacy of service provider’s submittal.

B. Coordinate with MDE and Service Provider.

C. Schedule and advertise public hearing before County Council.

D. Present amendment request to County Council.

E. Submit request to MDE for concurrence on plan amendment.

F. Submit verification from the service provider that the water and/or sewer allocation are provided for this project to MDE.

G. Submit project description as described above to MDE.

H. Submit verification that project is consistent with County and Municipal Comprehensive Plans to MDE.

I. Submit signed Notice of Public Hearing with Certification of Publication to MDE.

J. Submit copy of the minutes for County Council’s public hearing on the amendment with signed Certification of Authenticity to MDE.

K. Obtain verification that project is consistent with County Comprehensive Plan from P & Z and submit to MDE

IV. Maryland Department of the Environment’s Responsibilities(Approximately 90 Days)
A. Review adequacy of County DPW’s submittal.
B. Distribute submittal to other state reviewing agencies i.e. Maryland Department of Planning.
C. Evaluate project per state regulations.

D. Coordinate with County DPW and other state reviewing agencies.

E. Forward state approval, extension or denial to County DPW, Service Provider, and owner/applicant.
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
